Candidates must a Peace
Officer by the Georgia Peace Officer’s Standards and Training (POST) Council and hold three
years law enforcement experience. This position is a Grade 18 and the salary ranges from
$42,231 to $57,514 depending on experience and qualifications.

Public Works Equipment Operator/Laborer - This position assists in the routine collection of
debris and other discarded items on city streets. The work is physically demanding and
individuals are exposed to extreme weather conditions. Candidates must have the ability to
effectively maintain the streets through the operation of equipment used with the public works
department in a safe and efficient manner.
